Seed generally falls into two categories: seeds of more
planting when tiny weeds start to appear.

tender plants, that need to be started off with a little
warmth (half-hardy seed) and seeds of more robust plants,
which can be sown directly into the soil.

sowing flower seeds, or trickle into a very shallow trench

and cover carefully if sowing vegetables.

If you are new to all this, starting off some half-hardy seeds
in a covered seed tray on a warm windowsill allows you to
see what's going on, while raking over an area of ground
and scattering some hardy seeds such as pot marigolds or
cornflowers can quickly give you an exciting flower border.
